VISION SCHOLARSHIP

Application and Judging Guidelines

REQUIREMENTS:

• Graduating senior from Bedford High School

• Senior will be continuing his/her education at the college level

• Involvement with any aspect of BHS Theatre Arts for at least 2 school years

• Completion of all items listed under SUBMISSIONS

SUBMISSIONS:

1) Completed application form
2) Copy of college acceptance letter or letter of intent

3) Extra-curricular résumé of performing arts participation throughout high school career.

4) An essay on the topic “How My Involvement in BHS Theatre Arts Has Impacted My Life.”  Essay should be submitted on a separate page and should be double-spaced, no more than 2 pages in length, and printed using a 12 point font.  IMPORTANT: Applicants are to refrain from including their names or any other personal information that may identify them. 

Completed applications and all supporting documents should be turned in to Mr. Smith by 3pm on the first Monday in May. Documents are to be held in confidence by Mr. Smith until deadline passes, at which time, they will be turned over to TSC president or appointed representative (“Facilitator”).  Facilitator will review entries to verify that all required documents have been included in each submission. Incomplete applications will be disqualified.

The Facilitator will submit a list of all eligible applicants to Mark and Sue Smith to obtain the Directors’ Ratings.  Each Director will independently score each applicant on a scale of 1 to 10 (with 10 being the best), in the following categories: 

1. Cooperation – the applicant’s ability to get along with fellow students during productions, and work toward the common good of the show.

2. Dedication & Work Ethic – how often applicant is present for rehearsals and work days, his/her ability to stay on task, and ability to meet or exceed expectations.

3. Respect for Directors – applicant’s ability to take direction and constructive criticism, and respect the authority of the Directors.

The total Directors’ points will be recorded for each applicant and returned within 7 days to the Facilitator.  These points will be entered on the respective application forms, by the Facilitator, in the space designated (Directors’ Rating).

A TSC Scholarship Committee will be formed consisting of five voting, volunteer TSC members, who do not have senior students during the current school year.  The Facilitator will oversee the judging process, but will not have voting abilities. The Facilitator will distribute copies of each essay to the five voting committee members, who will then judge each of the essays on

1) content and relevance to theme

2) organization, grammar, and clarity

3) overall impression

A score of 1 to 10 (with 10 being the best) will be awarded by each committee member, in each of the three categories.

The essay points will be totaled for each applicant, then combined with the Directors’ Rating to arrive at a final score for each student.  The applicant with the highest numerical score will be awarded a $500 TSC Vision Scholarship.  The committee will also determine the number and dollar amount of any additional scholarships to be awarded, based on the range of scores and amount of TSC funds available.

In the event of a tie score, the committee may review the extra-curricular résumés of each applicant, in order to determine a winner.

Once a final decision has been reached, the scholarship winner(s) will be announced at the year-end Theatre Arts Banquet. The TSC treasurer will issue scholarship checks payable to BOTH the winning applicant(s) AND their intended college or university, to insure proper use of the scholarship monies.
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
